1) High Resolution Esophageal Manometry
2) Esophageal Impedance testing
3) Esophageal pH testing (Bravo Technique)
4) Gastric Emptying Tests (Scintigraphy and Motility Capsule)
5) H. pylori testing
6) Breath testing for small bowel bacterial overgrowth; lactulose and fructose intolerance
7) Motility Capsule - gastric, small & large intestine contractions as well as transit times
8) Anorectal Manometry (High Resolution) and biofeedback
9) Electrogastrography (EGG)

10) Nutrient Drink Test for Satiety

Procedures to be observed:
1) Gastric emptying testing (Nuclear Medicine)
2) Pneumatic dilation
3) Implantation and interrogation of gastric electrical stimulation system
4) Sacral nerve stimulation for fecal incontinence
5) Gl surgeries e.g. Nissan fundoplication, pyloroplasty
